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The Edward Via Virginia College of Osteopathic Medicine (VCOM) accepted its

first class of medical students in August, 2003. Students spend the first two

years at the main VCOM campus taking required courses. Classes or blocks

run the year-round. Sometime after the end of the second year and before

November of the third year students are required to take Part One of COMLEX-

USA or Comprehensive Osteopathic Medical Licensing Exam. Students spend

their third and fourth years rotating at various clinical sites completing core and

selective rotations. Part Two of COMLEX and the PE section of COMLEX must

be passed prior to graduation and is usually taken during the fourth year.

Library resources are important to a successful clinical experience. They are

also necessary tools for board review. Many of the core hospital sites where

third and fourth year VCOM students do their rotations have medical libraries

and some have librarians on staff. However, when VCOM first opened many

hospital sites lacked library resources and appropriate technology. Most of the

critical access sites had no resources at all. It was decided in 2003 to develop

resources for students and preceptors in anticipation of the clinical rotations that

would begin in the fall of 2005.

Introduction

The project began with an application to the National Network of Libraries of

Medicine (NN/LM) for a grant (awarded 1-15-04) to create a Digital Library

Network (DLN) between VCOM and eight community hospitals located

throughout underserved regions of Appalachia to provide Internet connectivity for

access to electronic library materials. This initial grant provided funds to purchase

computers, monitors, printers and 19 print books for each of the sites. An

Appalachian Region Commission grant (awarded 8-1-04) provided further monies

to add four critical access hospital sites located in far southwest Virginia. Two

Virginia Department of Health/FLEX grants (2005, 2006) supplied funds to add 7

more hospitals to receive computers and books.

The overall goal of the project initially was to provide the technology and tools

to connect to the Internet for access to NLM resources, VCOM’s Electronic

Medical Library and other reliable health information. The specific goal is to

provide current print resources for 3rd and 4th year medical students and their

preceptors at the various sites. The print books are selected by VCOM’s

Discipline Chairs annually. Books are chosen for their usefulness as clinical

tools and for their value as review aids for students studying to pass their

medical licensing boards.
